The Land Trust is proud to add the Cow Camp
Open Space Conservation Easement to the growing
list of properties permanently protected by the
organization. Cow Camp is located on the east side
of Green Mountain Reservoir, and features 573
acres of open views, xeric sage landscape, rare
sedge wetland meadow, and wildlife habitat. Water
and grazing rights add further interest to the
property. Lush riparian zones meander down from
the Williams Fork Range, offering a green oasis in
the otherwise arid environment.

Summit County Open Space purchased the
property in part with a grant from Great Outdoors
Colorado. It donated the conservation easement to
CDLT in December 2004.
